


Data Normalizer

Users frequently enter data into a spreadsheet in tabular format.
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While this is easy to read it can be difficult to analyze. In the example above, we are tracking customers, and the amount of products they purchase in the indicated months.

The objective is to convert this “spread out” data into a normalized form so tools such as pivot tables can be used to analyze it.
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This program is designed to do this.

To use the program.
· Open the workbook that contains the data to be normalized. Add a sheet and call it “Control Panel.”
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· Enter the columns to preserve in Cell B1 use Col:Col format.
· The rows to preserve are those columns that must be repeated on each record.
· In the example these are the customer name and product name.
· Enter the name of the source data sheet in Cell B2
· Enter the name of the desired normalized data sheet in Cell B3
· Import the *.BAS file
· Save the base file to the hard drive
· Open the VB editor (Alt-F11)
· Click on File -> Import
· Navigate to where the bas file is stored and import it.
· Run the Normalize_Data macro.
