


Data Normalizer

Users frequently enter data into a spreadsheet in tabular format.
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While this is easy to read it can be difficult to analyze. In the example above, we are tracking customers, and the amount of products they purchase in the indicated months.

The objective is to convert this “spread out” data into a normalized form so tools such as pivot tables can be used to analyze it.
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This program is designed to do this.

The easiest way to use the program is as a stand-alone application by copy and pasting raw data into it and copy and pasting normalized data out of it.

· Open the workbook that contains the data to be normalized.

· Open this application and go to the Control Panel


· In Cell B1, enter the range to preserve. In the example, this is columns A:B
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· Remove the data on the sample Source Data sheet and copy / paste your raw data into it.
· Click the Normalize Button
· Copy / paste the data from the Normalized Data tab back to your spreadsheet.
