


Mailing a Selected Range and an Attachment from Excel

I had to develop this for work and decided to extract it for more general use. We have a dashboard-like report where people select a vendor and a chart showing the metrics for that vendor appear. Simultaneously, that subset of data that drives the chart is extracted into a spreadsheet.

The user clicks a button, and an email is launched (.display so they can edit) with the spreadsheet attached and chart embedded in the body of the mail message.

In the sample file included with this package, the following display is used.

It is desired to show both the table and the chart. On the spreadsheet, they occupy Cells A1:J13.

All text and graphics included in the specified range will be copied into the body of the mail message. It is like taking a snapshot of whatever is in the range. It does not matter if it is text, a chart, a control or a picture. You can use a named range.

I included the sample file as an example of how to use the application. It has a setup macro that feeds the MailWorkBook macro

The heavy lifting is done in the module, ModMailRange.

It is up to you to come up with an attachment of your own. Attachments, like CC and BCC, are optional parameters to pass to the MailWorkBook macro.

Syntax for MailWorkBook is:

MailWorkBook MailTo, MailSubject, MailBody, MailCC (optional), MailBCC (optional), MailAttachment (optional), MailSheetName (optional), MailRangeName (optional).

Note: If MailSheetName is specified, then MailRangeName must also be specified.


Here is an explanation of the parameters:

	Item
	Comments

	MailTo
	The addressee list in the TO block of the email. To address multiple recipients, use the semicolon (;) between them.

	MailSubject
	This is a free text field. It can be a computed string like =”Report XYZ for “ & text(TODAY,”mm/dd/yyyy”)

	MailBody
	This is a free text field. You may be limited to how much you can cram into a VBA string.

	MailCC
	(Optional) The CC address list.

	MailBCC
	(Optional) The BCC address list

	MailAttachment
	(Optional) The full path to any file you want to attach to the email. Note: the program does NOT check to see that this file exists. Do this before invoking the macro.

	MailSheetName
	(Optional) Used only if you want to include a display in the body of the message. The program does NOT check to see that this sheet exists. Do this before invoking the program

	MailRangeName
	[bookmark: _GoBack](Optional) If MailSheetName is specified, then this parameter must also be specified. Named ranges may also be used. The program does NOT check to see if the range exists. Do this before invoking the program.
